1. Entering this competition constitutes acknowledgement that PCV rules apply and acceptance of these rules. 
2. The organising committee reserves the right to cancel any class or competition; divide any class; alter times; refuse any entry with or without stating the reason. 
3. There will be no refunds on unused tickets. 
4. Neither the organising committee of this competition nor the PCV accepts any responsibility whatsoever for any accident, damage, injury or illness to horses, riders, ground spectators or any other person or property. 
5. For Pony Club members, PCV club member cards must be inspected at the secretary’s office when buying tickets as proof of membership before riding. PC cards to be presented at gear check to show attendance rules are met. 
6. Emergency contact information form must be filled out at secretary’s office prior to competing. The use of medical arm bands is optional.
7.  Day attendance forms, with PCV card and/or liability waiver must be brought to secretary’s office.
8. Correct ‘standards’ numbered helmet must be worn as specified in PCV Gear Rules. Spot checks may occur and incorrect helmet will mean elimination.
9. Gear check is compulsory for the Pony Club ring.
10. Queries, protests, refunds, horse abuse rules as per the PCV Handbook of By-Laws. 
11. Dogs are prohibited. 
12. Lunging is not permitted.
13. Horses must be at least 4 years old. No stallions, colts or rigs. 
14. PCV Alcohol Policy applies. 
15. Plaiting is optional. 
16. One rider may ride multiple mounts in the Pony Club classes providing they meet PCV attendance requirements. A mount must have only one rider. One rider, one mount for PC Highpoint.

Open Riders
1. All  competitors must complete the liability declaration form. This form can be down-loaded from www.ponyclubvic.org.au
2. $20 Day Attendance Fee is due UNLESS you are a financial member* of EV/EA; AHS; SHCA; AERA; an Interstate Pony Club; or can prove personal Liability Cover of at least $10,000,000. *Must produce proof.
3. Riders without adequate insurance cover pay $20 for Liability Only cover for the duration of the event (not Personal Medical) and complete the Participant Waiver.
4. An exhibit must be entered as either Open or Show Hunter and cannot compete in both.
